Substrate
 Preparation

Step 1

CMU wall mortar
 joints struck flush
 (preferable) with  
 the block surface
 (See Note 1)

Coat entire surface
 with Sto
 cementitious
 leveling material

Step 2

Spray or roller apply
 a coat of Sto Gold
 Coat® over the  
 entire surface of  
 the wall

Notes:

1. Prepare the CMU 
wall by:
striking the mortar 
joints flush 
(preferable),
removing mortar 
droppings or other 
debris on the surface,
cleaning any dirt, 
efflorescence or other 
materials that may 
affect the bond of 
the coating materials, 
repairing any cracks 
or damage to the 
wall surface.

2. Install a Sto 
cementitious leveling 
material over the 
surface of the CMU. 
Allow the base coat 
material to dry a 
minimum of 24 hours. 

3. Spray, brush or roller 
apply a coat of Sto 
Gold Coat over the 
base coat material.
