3. Fire—Resistant Rated Construction: StoLite Panel maintains hourly fire resistance rating of concrete, concrete masonry, and
non-load bearing steel frame wall assemblies. Maximum allowable thickness of insulation is 4 inches (102mm) for non-load
bearing steel frame wall assemblies, 12 inches (305mm) for mass walls (concrete or masonry).

Moisture Protection

1. Refer to Sto Tech Hotline No. 0403-BSc, Critical Detail Checklist for Wall Assemblies, and No. 0603-BSc Moisture Control
Principles for Design and Construction of Wall Assemblies, for basic details and principles that must be employed in design and
construction of wall assemblies to control moisture.

2. StoGuard functions as the air barrier and moisture barrier (AMB) in the system and conforms with the requirements of ASTM
E2570, Standard Test Methods for Evaluating Water-Resistive Barrier (WRB) Coatings Used Under Exterior Insulation and Finish
Systems (EIFS) or EIFS with Drainage. The moisture protection provided by StoGuard protects walls against moisture damage from
rain during the construction process and in the event of a breach in the wall cladding while in service. Flashing must always be
integrated with the AMB in the wall assembly to direct water to the exterior of the cladding, not into the wall assembly,
particularly at potential leak sources such as windows.

3. The function of an air barrier should not be confused with that of a vapor retarder. A vapor retarder is placed in the wall to resist

differential vapor pressures, whereas the air barrier is designed to resist the structural live loads induced by air pressure difference.

Generally a vapor retarder is placed on the warm side of the wall. Specifically, it is placed on the interior side of the insulation in
cold climates and on the exterior side of the insulation in warm humid climates to minimize condensation within the wall
assembly.

Moisture Protection (cont'd)

A vapor retarder may not be necessary depending on the wall components, the range of temperature/humidity conditions inside
and outside, and the mechanical ventilation of the building. A vapor retarder should not be used on the interior side of walls in
warm humid climates. Refer to applicable building codes for further guidance.

4. The system functions to resist water penetration based on testing in accordance with ASTM E331, (Standard Test Method for
Water Penetration of Exterior Windows, Skylights, Doors, and Curtain Walls by Uniform Static Air Pressure Difference) and also
drains incidental water in the event of a breach of the outer facing (lamina). The system has a drainage efficiency greater than
90% based on testing in accordance with ASTM E2273, Standard Test Methods for Determining the Drainage Efficiency of
Exterior Insulation and Finish Systems (EIFS) Clad Wall Assemblies.

3. The insulation must be minimum 2 inches (51mm) thick for insertion of C-channels and is generally available in %2 inch (13mm)
thickness increments.

Impact Resistance

Limit projecting features to easily
accessible areas and limit total area to facilitate and minimize maintenance.

3. Features: large projecting EPS features such as cornices, ledges, or sills must be protected along their top surface with metal
flashing or coping with drip edge, and may require special design with mechanical attachment to structural supports. Refer to Sto
Detail 50s.06B.

4. Dark Colors: certain dark, intense colors will show fading more than light colors and will require more frequent re-coating to
